INSTALLATION

1. Using a properly rated jack, raise the front of the vehicle and support the frame rails with jack stands. Ensure the jack stands are
secure and set properly before lowering the jack. NEVER WORK UNDER AN UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE. Remove the front wheels.

2. Support the lower control arm using a jack.

3. Remove the lower shock bolt using two 19mm. [FIGURE 1]
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4. Remove the three nuts securing the shock to the upper mount using a 14mm. [FIGURE 2]
5. To aid in removal, disconnect the sway bar links from the sway bar using a 177mm. [FIGURE 3]
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6. Remove the stock coilover assembly. [FIGURE 4]



7. Install the ICON coilover assembly: There is one long spacer and one short spacer on the rod end. Orient the long spacer towards
the rear of the truck, which places the shock (forward) away from the axle. [FIGURE 5]

8. Install the lower shock bolt using two 19mm. [Torque to factory spec] [FIGURE 6]

9. Fasten the upper coilover mount to the frame using the supplied 3/8” hardware. [Torque to 35 ft-lbs] [FIGURE 7]

70. Reconnect the sway bar links to the sway bar using a 177mm. [Torque to factory spec]
77. Install the wheels and lower the vehicle back to the ground. [Torque lugs to factory spec]

12. Have the vehicle professionally aligned.

MAINTENANCE

° Check bearings for excessive wear yearly.

STREET/DIRT:

° Send in for factory servicing every 15,000 miles or if a leak develops, ride quality decreases, or they begin to make excessive noise.

° Clean with mild soap and water with each oil change, offroad trip, or anytime you notice build up.
° Wax the cylinders yearly with automotive wax to prevent corrosion.
° Check nitrogen pressure each dirt outing. (252004 charge needle assembly available at any ICON distributor)
° Check bearings for excessive wear yearly.

° Send in for factory servicing every 1,000 miles.
° Check nitrogen pressure each outing. (252004 charge needle assembly available at any ICON distributor)
