• The compressor can be mounted in any position — vertical, upside down, sideways, 

etc. (please refer to the instruction manual).

Push and slightly turn the cut end of the air line into 
the fitting as far as it will go. A definite click can be heard and or felt when the air 
line is seated. The air line should go in approximately 9/16” (14mm).
