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Step 1

Starting on the driver side, locate 
the four mounting tabs along the 
bottom edge of the vehicle body.

This installation will use the first, 
second and fourth mounting tabs.

Step 4

Repeat steps 2 and 3 to install the 
middle and rear mounting brackets.

Repeat steps 1 through 4 on 
the passenger side of the vehicle.

Note: To complete the installation, 
refer to the manual included with 
your running boards / side steps.

Step 2

Starting at the front driver-side mounting 
location, use a flathead screwdriver to 
remove the plastic plugs, exposing the 
threaded inserts on the rocker panel.

Note: Old-style vehicles may have a 
combination of threaded inserts and 
threaded studs. New-style vehicles will 
have two threaded inserts as shown.

Step 3

Secure the bracket to the vehicle using 
an M8 serrated flange nut on the top 
mounting point and a silver M8 hex bolt, 
lock washer and flat washer on the 
lower mounting point.

On newer vehicles with two threaded 
inserts, install the bracket with two 
silver M8 hex bolts, lock washers 
and flat washers.

Snug the hardware, 
but do not fully tighten.
