INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. Locate the supplied template to the factory hole in frame shown in Photo 1 and mark hole locations.
2. Drill the marked holes with a 17/32” drill bit. See Photo 2.

Locate factory hole and align template Drill holes with a 17/32” drill bit i
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3. Nextdrill a 1.250” hole to insert the flag nut, measure 4.0” back from body mount and 1.75” up from the bottom of

the frame rail . See Photo 3.
4. Insert the supplied flag nut in the frame as shown in Photo 4 making sure the holes and flag nut line up. If needed

the holes may be slightly enlarged.

Drill using a 1.250” hole saw | Insert the flag nut in the frame

5. Install traction bar bracket using the supplied 1/2” x 1 1/2” bolts and tighten bolts using 19mm socket. See Photo 5.
6. With rear end supported remove nuts from the u-bolts and install lower traction bar bracket as shown in Photo 6
under the u-bolt plate. Tighten all u-bolts nuts using 22mm socket. Lower the truck to install traction bars.
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Secure with 1/2” x 1 1/2” bolts Install the axle bracket with u-bolt hardware
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7. Install the supplied hiems joint into traction bars leaving the jam nut loose. Use the supplied 12mm x 75mm bolt for
front mount. Hand tighten. See Photo 7 & 8.

Install the bar on the frame bracket Install the bar on the axle bracket




Raise the hiems joint up to the axle, make sure to use the 3/4” x 1/2 “x .875 long sleeve on the axle mount. Adjust
the length until bolt hole lines up with the hiems joint. Tighten traction bar bolts using a 18mm and 19mm socket and

wrench. See Photo 9.
Tighten jam nuts on traction bar using a 1”1/8 wrench. See Photo 10.
