These high quality tops are designed to en-
hance your fair weather driving pleasure while providing needed shade while driving in the hot sun and protecting the
interior. Please note that it is important that you become familiar with the installation process of this top by reading the
following instruction sheet and warnings thoroughly. Though we have used only the finest materials in creating this top,
any product that is exposed to the elements requires some general maintenance to keep it looking like new. Please see
page 6 for these important maintenance tips. Please also note that it is normal for the mesh fabric to contract and wrinkle
when stored in the shipping carton. In a few days the fabric will relax and wrinkles will disappear.

ANOTICE Instruction Sheet Strap Installation Note: (all versions)

Installing the Rough Country Mesh tops entails the wrapping of nylon webbing around sev-
eral locations on your factory installed sport bar. In order to simplify the installation process,
the following instructions show the general location of these straps and may not match ex-
actly to the model you purchased. In all cases, the straps are to be wrapped around the
sport bar and not just around the door surround.

Threading Straps through Buckles:

Throughout the installation, you will need to thread webbing straps through buckles several
times. Please review the picture for correct strap routing through the buckles. As a rule of
thumb, run the strap below and through the sewn side of the buckle first and then back
down through the end of the buckle. Tighten the strap by simply pulling the exposed web-
bing after threading the strap through the buckle.

For those vehicles with a factory soft top,
you will NOT be using your factory soft top header for this installation.

Remove your factory hard top or soft top.
Drape the mesh bimini top over the top of your Jeep with the snap straps to the front.

Thread the snap strap through the center windshield footman loop. See Photo 1. There are 2 center windshield
snap straps. You will only use one of these straps depending on your vehicle’s model year. Line up the strap that
best fits your application. The unused strap can be cut off or snapped together outside of the footman loop.

Attach the front straps to the larger factory D-ring mounts on the windshield. Thread the front strap down through
the D-ring, under the horizontal sport bar and back up to the side mounted buckle. Install on each side and slightly
tighten each strap to ensure the top is centered. See Photo 2.
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Use only 1 snap strap on front. Notice strap routing. |

Wrap the side straps around the horizontal sport bars and thread the straps into the buckles. Tighten the straps
while making sure the top is centered on the vehicle. See Photo 3.

Wrap the rear straps around the rear sport bar and sound bar (if applicable) and thread into the buckles. Tighten
straps. See Photo 4.
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Strap goes around vertical bar.

7. Adjust straps to center and tighten the mesh top. Tuck the excess strap out of the way. See Photo 5.

Remove your factory hard top or soft top.

Drape the mesh bimini top over the top of your Jeep with the snap straps to the front.

There are 2 center windshield
snap straps. You will only use one of these straps depending on your vehicle’s model year. Line up the strap that
best fits your application. The unused strap can be cut off or snapped together outside of the footman loop.

4. Attach the front straps to the larger factory D-ring mounts on the windshield. Thread the front strap down through
the D-ring, under the horizontal sport bar and back up to the side mounted buckle. Install on each side and slightly
tighten each strap to ensure the top is centered. See Photo 2.
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Use only 1 snap strap on front. 2 ] Notice strap routing.
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5. Wrap the side straps around the horizontal sport bars and thread the straps into the buckles. The center strap will
wrap around the vertical sport bar along with the horizontal sport bar. Tighten the straps while making sure the top
is centered on the vehicle. See Photo 3.

6. Wrap the rear straps around the rear sport bar and thread into the buckles. The rear corner straps will wrap under
the seat belt bolt on the vertical sport bar. Tighten straps. See Photo 4.
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Strap goes around vertical bar.

7. Adjust straps to center and tighten the mesh top. Tuck
the excess strap out of the way. See Photo 5.

Washing:

The mesh top fabric should be washed often using mild soap, warm water, and a soft bristle brush. Make sure that after
cleaning you rinse with clear water to remove all traces of soap and avoid soap residue. Hang to dry, do not put in a
clothes dryer.
