1. Remove the factory tow hook hardware using 18mm socket and wrench. On the driver side, you may have to cut the
front bolt to remove. Do so using a suitable cutting tool. Slide the tow hook out of the frame.

2. Install the new bracket using the removed hardware and supplied hardware. Torque to 45ft-lbs. Hang shackle / D-
ring of choice.
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Install tow hook bracket and shackle.

Remove tow ring hardware.
