Remove the plastic wheel well filler panel from the bumper using a T15 and 7mm socket. Photo 1
Pull the filler panel and well liner down and backwards to “pop” out of the way so that you can access the factory tow
hook hardware.. Photo 2
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3. Remove the factory tow hook hardware using 18mm socket and wrench. Slide the tow hook out of the frame. Re-

move the foam filler panel from the bumper. Photo 3
4. Discard the foam filler panel as it will not be reused. Photo 4

Discard foam filler panel.

5. Install the new bracket using the removed hardware. Torque to 45ft-Ibs. Reinstall the plastic wheel well filler panel
using the factory hardware. Photo 5
6. Hang shackle / D-ring of choice. Photo 6
