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SECURING SHAFT GUARDS 
 
It is easiest to fit the shaft guards before 
fitting the dampers to the vehicle. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Fit the retaining clips to the shaft guard adapter as shown in the 
diagram.  
 
Note the orientation.  
 

 
 
 
There are features on the shaft guard that locate in the gap 
between the two retainers. 
 
Align the guard with these gaps and firmly pull the guard down 
over the retainers to secure in place. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Check retainers are completely secured by guard. 
 
If not secured, use a flat blade screw driver to poke retainer under 
tab on guard as required. 
 

 

 
 

 
 

 
 

THIS SIDE UP 
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DAMPER MOUNTING 
 
The BP-51 needs to be fitted with the 
suspension in droop. 
 
Remove nut, retaining washer and bush 
from top and bottom as shown in the 
diagram. 
 
1. Fit the damper to the vehicle top 

mount first. 
 

Ensure the hose leaving the damper is 
pointing towards the outside of the 
vehicle as shown in picture 1b. 

 
Fit the bush and retaining washer and 
secure with the Nyloc nut. 
Torque to 70 N.m 

 
2. Fit the damper to the axle mount then 

fit the bush and retaining washer and 
secure with the nut as shown. 
Torque to 70 Nm. 

 
Note: 
For vehicles fitted with locating cups, 
before fitting the damper remove the 
cups using a chisel and hammer or 
drilling the spot welds just enough to 
remove the cups from the mount. 

 

3. Ensure guard is facing toward the front 
of the vehicle.

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RESERVOIR MOUNTING SEQUENCE 
 
Left and Right are the same 
 
1. Pre-assemble M6 fasteners to 

the reservoir bracket finger 
tight. 

 
2. Fit the preassembled bracket to 

the vehicle using M8 fasteners 
as shown. 
Torque to 17 N.m 

 
3. Fit the mounting saddle to the 

reservoir and slide over the 
heads of the bolts in the 
mounting plate. Centralise the 
saddle on the plate and adjust 
the position of the reservoir as 
shown.  

 
Ensure the reservoir hose has a 
clean arc with no kinks. (3a) 

 
Note position of reservoir to 
saddle as shown by the picture 
3b. 

 
Securely tighten M6 nuts.
