1. Remove grille from vehicle by
removing all plastic clips

Be car eful when removing plastic
clipsfrom grilleasthe plastic clips
areawkward to undo and will be
reused when refitting grille.
Slideflat blade screw driver under
pin of plastic clip and remove pin,
then lift out the plastic clip.

When all clipsareremoved, pull
grill upward toward you.

GRILLE RETAINER PANEL 2. Remove lower plastic grille
retainer panel from vehicle and put
aside, asthis panel will haveto be
modified later.

Remove tow hook and crush cans
from vehicle
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3. To remove bumper bar where
theinner guard isattached, push
plastic pin inward , then pull out
plastic retainer clip.

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6. Use scotch locks to connect wiring.
