Max load SAFETY

Your ARB Roof Rack has a maximum carrying capacity of 130kg. This load should not be
exceeded and all loads must be tied down securely. If you have a cage with mesh fitted,
secure the load to the main framing of the cage as well as the mesh.

b) Any weight carried on the roof of the vehicle will adversely affect its handling,

Open the rear doors and locate the 2 holes
shown within the roll bar of the vehicle
above the rear seats.

Locate the front hole shown within the roll
bar of the vehicle approximately located
above front seat head rest.

With the help of another person, detach
hard top roof from vehicle and set aside
along with fasteners.

Carefully drop and position 6x crush tubes
through the top opening at hole locations
specified on both sides in steps 1 & 2.

With the help of another person, re-position
hard top roof to vehicle however do not fully
attach as it will be removed again shortly.

Fasten front bracket above roll bar as
shown using 6x M10x1.5x80mm, 6x M10
flat washers & 6x M10 flange nuts.

[U] M10 - 44Nm (32Ibft)
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7. Loosely assemble rear mount bracket and
welded tube assembly using clamp and M8
hardware supplied in kit.

8. Loosely fasten assembly at rear of vehicle
as shown using existing hardware removed
in step 3.

9. Looking upwards, mark 10 centre hole
positions onto inside of roof using slots in
mount brackets as guides for both front and
rear mounts.

REAR FRONT
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10. Remove roof from vehicle once again and
carefully drill 10x 11mm holes at positions
marked in previous step using an 11mm
drill bit and file away any burs.

Note: You will have to temporarily remove
rear mount brackets also.

11. Reposition roof as per manufacturers
recommendations, re-fit rear mount
brackets and assembly.

LH SHOWN, RH OPPOSITE

12. Loosely fasten rack to rails using 12x M8
SS Cap Screws, 12x Flat Washers, 6x nut
plates & 6x rack support plates.

‘L’ SHAPED NUT PLATE [

13. Position 10x rubber gaskets directly on top
of holes drilled in roof and position both
rails directly on top of gaskets aligning with
slots in rails.

14. Apply a bead of non-acetic silicone to both
sides of gasket around bolt hole.

REAR RIGHT SHOWN
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15. Loosely fasten rails (with rack attached) to
front and rear brackets using 10x M10
Button Head bolts, 20x M10 flat washers &
10 x M10 Nyloc nuts.

Note: Button head bolts located at centre of
rack will need to be fed upwards (head
inside the cabin).

16. With all the bolts in place, align the roof
rack centrally on the vehicle and tighten
the bolts to specified torque.

HINT: When removing your roof rack, due to
the cap screws having a Loctite coating on
the threads, don’t fully remove the first screw
before undoing the second one to prevent the
nut plate from rotating.

17. Tighten all fasteners beginning with bracket
- vehicle and then proceeding to rails —
rack.

W M8 - 22Nm (161bft)

W M10 - 44Nm (32lbft)
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18. Drill a 4mm hole into rear mounting tube as
shown using 4mm drill bit and repeat on
opposite side.

19. Screw 2x 12G self-tapping screws into
positions drilled.
