22 Pre-INsTALLATION NOTES

1. Special literature required: OE Service Manual for model/year of vehicle. Refer to manual for proper disassembly/reassembly
procedures of OE and related components.

2. Adhere to recommendations when replacement fasteners, retainers and keepers are called out in the OE manual.

3. Larger rim and tire combinations may increase leverage on suspension, steering, and related components. When selecting combi-
nations larger than OE, consider the additional stress you could be inducing on the OE and related components.

4. Post suspension system vehicles may experience drive line vibrations. Angles may require tuning, slider on shaft may require
replacement, shafts may need to be lengthened or trued, and U-joints may need to be replaced.

5. Secure and properly block vehicle prior to installation of Zone Offroad Products. Always wear safety glasses when using power
tools.

6. If installation is to be performed without a hoist, Zone Offroad Products recommends rear alterations first.

7. Due to payload options and initial ride height variances, the amount of lift is a base figure. Final ride height dimensions may vary
in accordance to original vehicle attitude. Always measure the attitude prior to beginning installation.
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Pitman Arm Installation

l. Park the vehicle on a level surface.

2. Block tires to ensure the vehicle cannot move.

3. Remove the cotter pin and nut from the drag link at the pitman arm.

4. Use an appropriate tie rod end puller or pickle fork to disconnect the drag link

from the pitman arm.

5. Remove the nut and washer from the steering shaft that is retaining the pitman
arm.
6. Draw a line on the bottom of the exposed steering shaft in line with the pitman

arm to assist with installation of the new pitman arm.

7. Use a pitman arm puller to remove the pitman arm.
8. Align the new pitman arm with the mark made earlier and install the arm on the
shaft.
